
I NSTALLING FLOCK 

This yearôs challenge will use Flock  as a browser. It is using the same engine as 

Firefox, but with built - in support for social media, which is awesome.  

Letôs start from the beginning.  

Go to Flock homepage . 

Flock is operating system independent. It works for PC, Mac and Linux. That means 

it is available right across the board. Click the Get Flock Now  button to download  

 

A scr een will pop up. Save the file to your local hard drive. Remember where you 

store the file so you can access it later.

Once the file is downloaded to your computer, you need to look for the file and run 

it. An installation process starts, as follow.

Proceed t o the whole installation process.  

You can find Flock on Windows in All Programs Ÿ Flock. Drag the icon to the 

desktop or the Quick Launch  bar to make it easy to access the browser.  

If you are currently using Firefox, your browser settings and add -ons will be 

imported automatically to Flock. Some extensions may not be compatible though. 

You will see a dialog box prompting for an update or other options. You should not 

worry about this if you install only the add -ons recommended in Thirty Day 

Challeng e. More on this in later video.  

You will be asked if you want to set Flock as your default browser, so choose Yes . 

An option to check this is available in the Preferences or Options  of the browser 

too if you decide to do otherwise at later date.  



 

This scr een appears when you start Flock for the first time. Please go through each 

different section to familiarize yourself with different features available in Flock. 

Each section include YouTube video, which you may want to watch it too.  

In Thirty Day Challeng e, you are not going to use Flock internal RSS reader. You 

will use Google Reader, and there is a reason for that, which youôll find out in the 

lessons later.
